In accordance with the DHS Appropriations Act, the U.S. Coast Guard will terminate the transmis-

sion of all U.S. LORAN-C signals effective 2000Z 08 Feb 2010. At that time, the U.S. LORAN-C sig-

nal will be unusable and permanently discontinued. This termination does not affect U.S. participa-

tion in the Russian American or Canadian LORAN-C chains. U.S. participation in these chains will 

continue temporarily in accordance with international agreements. You may read more and 

download pertinent documents via this U.S. Dept. of Homeland Security website:  http://

www.navcen.uscg.gov/Loran.

When our two sons, Eric and Jonathan, were younger they were involved in scouting.    Both the cub scout 

and boy scout troops were in danger of failing for lack of support, but one determined couple, who were 

grandparents of scouts at the time, kept the groups alive.  I was treasurer for both cub scouts and boy 

scouts for a total of about 10 years.  Our boy scout troop, at one point, consisted of 6 boys, which included 

two sets of brothers, so we had 8 parents to draw support from, and we luckily had 100% participation.  

Thatôs the only group Iôve ever belonged to that had 100% participation.  Some gave more than others, but 

all were working parents, and all supported their boys.   

We had a hard time growing the troop, we tried to get the younger boys involved, but they claimed they 

were too busy. So we kept working with the small group we had.  We were selling candy at church to raise 

money for scout camp when one young man approached me and asked how he could help.  His name was 

Adam and he was probably in his early 20ôs.  He said he had been a scout and was taught to give back.  

Well, we would never turn a volunteer away and we got Adam involved right away.  He attended meetings 

and helped the boys with their various badges.  Adam was single at the time, so he did not have the incen-

tive we had by helping our own children.  With Adamôs fresh pair of eyes and fresh ideas, the troop started 

growing, slow at first, but non-the-less it grew.  Since he was younger, the kids felt a connection to Adam 

and he came up with some fun activities for the boys.  Adam was a wonderful example for our scouts. 

Now, with the Green Bay Sail and Power Squadron, we probably have less than 20% participation, with dif-

ferent levels of activity supporting the group.  Our squadron has about 32% of our membership in their 70ôs, 

80ôs and 90ôs.  And we are still relying on our older members to help out, we even have a former member 

who has been teaching classes for us, and he is active in another squadron.  At age 55 Iôm in the younger 

half of our membership!  Iôve been fortunate enough, when Iôm looking for teachers, that most people say 

ñyesò.  It makes my job so much easier.  I also have some of our older members telling me that they would 

like to help but canôt.  These members have been very active in the past and shouldnôt feel like they are let-

ting us down, they deserve to take life at a comfortable pace and participate in the social aspects when they 

can. 

Ted and I have been active in the many groups we have belonged to over the years.  And, I must admit, it is 

rewarding being involved.  But, I also know you can ñburn outò if too much is asked of us, then nobody wins.  

The current GBSPS board consists of many who have full time jobs and run small businesses (and I donôt 

mean the governmentôs definition of ñsmall businessò).  Our jobs are our livelihood and need to take top pri-

ority along with family.  But, in reality, we can find time to help the non-profits, we just work it into our sched-

ule a little at a time.  

Earlier this year I had the added stress of health issues with both of my parents, and my father passed away 

in April.  That was on top of work, education officer, and taking a Marine Electronics class, and having a son 

in the military.  I need to thank my family for helping me through those tough times, but also the squadron 

members for their continued support.  Sometimes it takes volunteering with people to really get to know 

theméand, not surprisingly, turns into some valuable friendships.  So, I encourage you to ñgive backò in any 

way you can by getting involved.  We donôt know your many talents, but contact any board member and 

weôll find a way for you to help.  We need those fresh eyes and fresh ideas and future friendships.  And, in 

the long run, you will probably receive more than you give. 
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
