
 

 

As members of the Green Bay Sail and Power Squadron we are all members of District 10 of the United States Power 

Squadrons. At the recent D10 Fall Conference the District recognized the educational achieve-

ments of the District Squadrons for the 12 months ending June 30. At the awards ceremony I 

could not have been more proud because the Green Bay Sail and Power Squadron took TOP 

HONORS across all 11 Squadrons in our District, winning both the Squadron Educational 

Achievement Award and the coveted Prince Henry the Navigator statue! 

In 15
th
 century Portugal sea travel was perilous but was critical for commerce.  Prince Henry 

started a school of navigation to advance navigation, especially celestial navigation.   500 
years later in the mid-1960ôs, the Nation of Portugal awarded each USPS District an alabaster 
statue of Prince Henry to be used to recognize the educational accomplishments of their Squadrons.  D-10 established a 
normalized system that awards the prize based upon educational accomplishments.  
 
Each year D10 tabulates the number of graduates in each class and weights the score by a point value based on difficulty 
and importance.  The raw scores are then normalized to adjust for squadron size.  The squadron with the highest normal-
ized score receives the Squadron Educational Achievement award.  If a Squadron has graduates that completed either 
Junior Navigation or Navigation, the Squadron can also compete for the Prince Henry the Navigator Award. 

 

During the past 12 months ending June 30, 2009, the Green Bay Sail and Power Squadron membership completed an 
amazing number of classes, including 2 graduates of JN.

We 
have some advanced-grade classes scheduled for next year, and we have some energetic and ex-
perienced boaters lined up to teach the classes.  All you have to do is sign up. 

SEAMANSHIP covers basic deck seamanship, marlinspike (knots and ropes), anchoring and rafting, 
basic boat care and maintenance, and nautical and USPS customs and etiquette.  Seamanship will 
be taught by Mike Buege, AP and Bob Post, P on Thursday nights, 7:00 ï 9:00, January 7

th
 through 

March 4, 2010, at Robert W. Baird Co., 440 S. Washington Street. 

ADVANCED PILOTING  covers more advanced coastal navigation techniques, navigation in tides 
and currents, and more advanced GPS usage.  Advanced Piloting will be taught by Bill Bodart, JN 
and Dale Preston, JN on Monday nights, 7:00 ï 9:00, February 15

th
 through April 19,2010, at County 

Rescue Services, 1765 Allouez Avenue. 

JUNIOR NAVIGATION   teaches the basics of offshore navigation, including basic celestial naviga-
tion using the sun and offshore course planning.  Junior Navigation is planned for the Fall of 2010.  
This class will be taught by Ted Kordes, JN and we still need to line up some co-teachers.  This 
class is approximately 6 months long. 

Our advanced grades are structured in the following order:  Seamanship, Piloting, Advanced Pilot-
ing, Junior Navigation and Navigation.  The classes are designed to build upon one another.  You 
donôt have to take them in order, but it is an easier progression.  And, just a reminder, if you take Pi-
loting and Advanced Piloting, but skip Seamanship, National will not recognize the AP grade until 
you have taken and passed Seamanship.
